Common Application (Common App)

• Most private colleges and some out of state 
colleges use the Common App. 

• ONE application (with additional supplements 
for specific schools)

• Common App is available at 
www.commonapp.org (link is also on Naviance)

● Before matching your Naviance & Common App, 
complete the Common App’s FERPA section

● Select a college on My Colleges tab and open their 
"Recommenders and FERPA" section.

● You only have to do this for one college.







Letters of Recommendation

• Common App requires letters of 
recommendation from teachers and one 
from your counselor.  

• Other private and out of state schools 
(not on the Common App) may also 
require rec letters. 

• UC’s and CSU’s will not require letters as 
part of your application.

• Community Colleges do not require 
letters.

  



Letters of Recommendation
• It is up to the senior to make an appointment with 
his/her counselor for a letter to be written. 
• This appointment must be at least 3 weeks prior to 
your first deadline. 
• Request for counselor letter does NOT need to be 
entered into Naviance.
• Last day to request an appointment is November 26th, 
even if your application is not due until January or 
February.
• Before your appointment, go to the “about me” tab in 
Naviance to complete survey and resume.  You may 
either bring a resume to your appointment or complete 
one in Naviance.

College Application Deadlines

• Common App – available now, deadlines vary
• CSU’s –  available Oct 1st. Submit by Nov 30th
• UC’s – available now. Submit only Nov 1 - 30th.
• Out-of-state public universities and others not 

on Common App - varies, check websites
• Community Colleges – some now, some second 

semester, check your email for announcements.



Transcripts

Ask Mrs. Rasor or Ms. Abelt if you need a transcript. 
The only application you will need to request a 
transcript for at this point is a college that is NOT

-  UC
- CSU
- Common App

If you took a course at a community college, it is your 
responsibility to verify that a transcript is needed with 
application and contact the community college for the 
request.



Community College Transfer Programs

CA Comm Colleges offer guaranteed transfer 
programs to most UC & CSU campuses.

• UC TAG (Transfer Admission Guarantee) 
• CSU ADT (Associate Degree Transfer)

Some agreements require certain college 
GPAs for certain majors.

Assist.org is a great tool to explore majors 
and transfer requirements.



Vocational/Certificate Programs

Examples of vocational, certificate programs:

• Skyline → Automotive
• CSM → Firefighter, Nursing, Cosmetology
• Canada → Radiology
• Foothill College - Dental Assisting, 

Veterinary Tech, Paramedic
• Apprenticeship programs vary by campus

Visit website for details and/or possible 
additional application to their program.



 Scholarships

• Scholarships are available for both four 
year and two year colleges – deadlines 
vary

• Most scholarships require at least one 
letter of recommendation

• Do your own research for scholarships as 
well.

• Reminder! You should never have to pay 
to apply for a scholarship.
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How to Find Scholarships

- On the College & Career page of the 
Carlmont website.

- Ask any organization you might belong to
- Ask family members to ask their 

employers
- View the scholarship section of the college 

you are applying to.



FAFSA/Dream Act
- Free Application for Student Aid
  With this application student might receive money 
from the government for college. We encourage all 

students and families to complete a FAFSA. 

2020-2021 FAFSA/Dream Act opens October 1st.
